The Shelter Stone

Situated in the centre of the quarry the Shelter Stone was originally used as a protective hideout for
the quarry workers when blasting was in progress. Now this large ¢im polygon is renowned as a
purveyor of hard climbing. The style of climbing is quite unusua burley combination of pressing,

Red Wall

As pointed out in the introduction Red Wall is great spot when the weather is less favourable. The
routes lend them selves well to being top roped for training purposes (via the numerous sturdy trees
at the top of the crag) and the massive variety of holds give numerous eliminate possibilities for the
imaginative boulderer.

1.Yin Yang(7b/V8) Direct to a cave at the point where the light and dark rock meet.*

la.Yin Yang LH7b+/V8) A left hand variant in to P1.

2. Shallow Gravd7a+/V7) From the hole trend left and up in to the obvious jug at 5m. Classic! **
3. The Crack(5) Using only handholds in the crack to gain the break.

4. (6a/V2) - From matched on the jug use only the circled hold to attain the break.

5. The Groove4/V0) - Easy groove to a jug.

11. Classic Rock Oven+/V0) - From big holds move up and left to the big jug.

Half Traverse (6a+/V3) From a big hold left of the central bulge, traverse right to the walls-¢6H.
Grave Traverse (7b+/V8)} From the right hand end of the wall traverse inghallow Grave f7c+.

Other Problems

The Red Boulder

The small boulder on the quarry floor in front of Red
Wall offers numerous short sit start problems, the best
of which is situated on the south face.

Mojo (7a+/V7) SDS From a low sidpull (LH) and a
broken crimp (RH) pull on and make a hard snatch for
the lip and up.

Mojo Extensior(7a+/V7) SDS As peMogjoto the lip
then traverse rightward to the short aréte and up.

Unfortunately, in the summer months this block is
often overgrown with brambles and the like.

Coral Sea Area

At the far left hand end of the quar-
ry is a clean wall laced with cracks
from two thirds height.

Stepping off the broken aréte to the
right and joining in the cracks is
Coral Sea VS 4c. Two boulder
problem starts exist which can be
climbed to the cracks before down
climbing the aréte.

Coral Sea Direct6a/V2) Climb the
wall 1m left of the aréte to join the
cracks at 3m.

Coral Sea Super Dire¢tc/V9)

From just left of centre (starting on
a block) climb direct trending
slightly right toward a slot at almost
half height. Holds in the crack
system are out of bounds at all
times. Highball! **
